/** An instance maintains the time of day.*/ 
public class Time { 
    private int hr; // hour of the day, in 0..23 
    private int min; // minute of the hours, in 0..59 

    /** Constructor: instance with hour h, minute m.  
     *  Precondition: h in 0..23, m in 0..59*/ 
    public Time(int h, int m) { 
        hr= h;   
        min= m; 
    } 

    /** Constructor: instance with minute m. 
     * Precondition: 0 <= m < 24 * 60 */ 
    public Time(int m) { 
        hr= m / 60;  
        min= m % 60; 
    } 

     /** Return the hour of the day */ 
    public int getHour() { 
         return hr;  
    } 

    /** Return the minute of the hour */ 
    public int getMinute() { 
         return min;  
    }
